Development of the normative- legislative basis
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The legislative mainte-
nance of the protection of
industrial  property rights
was and is one of the main
tasks of NCPI. In the year
2006 a lawmaking activity of
the Patent Office of the
Republic of Tajikistan has
amplified essentially.

* ollaborators of the
NCPI together with experts
of the Parliament of the
Republic of Tajikistan took
part in discussion of draft
Laws of the Republic of
Tajikistan "On geographical
indications "On legal Pro-
tection of Topologies of
Integrated  Circuits”, “On
Trademarks and Service
Marks", preparing on the
request of experts of
Parliament relevant informa-
tion and explanatory mate-
rials and, consequently,
promoting detailed and
faster consideration of the
mentioned laws. As a result,
in the end of December,
2006 the Law of the
Republic of Tajikistan "On
legal Protection of Topolo-
gies of Integrated Circuits”
has been approved by the
Parliament and after being
signed by the President of
the country (on December,
28, 2006) has come into
force.

For the space of the
year, there were elaborated
and registered by the
Ministry of Justice of the
Republic of Tajikistan a
series of underlaw norma-
tive acts, deriving from the
2004 year Laws of the
Republic of Tajikistan “On
Inventions” and “On
Industrial Designs”. Among
them are:

patent offices, as well as the
development of bilateral and
multilateral relations  with
patent offices of CIS and
foreign countries, the inter-
national and regional organi-
zations.

In 2005 collaborators of
NCPI took part in the most
essential sessions of WIPO,
as well as in the seminars
organized by WIPO, EPO
and WTO in Cishiney, Tash-
kent, Cholpon-Ata, Geneva,
the Haque and WIPO Aca-
demy training which was
held in Geneva and Stras-
burg.

Collaborators  of the
NCPI have patrticipated also
in meeting of experts of the
governments of the mem-
ber- states of the Euro-asian
Economic Community
(EAEC) concerning deve-
lopment of common princip-
les in the field of intellectual
property for the EAEC
member states.

NCPI has also bilateral
and multilateral agreements
on an exchange of the
scientific and technical infor-
mation with the countries of
CIS and patrticipates in the
international project “Crea-
tion of information system of
the countries of Central
Asia”.

In 2006 NCPI continued
its work in the field of
registration of research and
development reports. Thus,
during the reporting period
300 research themes, 294
final reports on research
and development works
were registered. On the
basis of gathered interim
and final reports the
relevant data base was
created and entered into
operation in the year under
review.

During tne last years
NCPI prepares the Bulletin of
Registration of Research
Works and Collect-on of
Abstracts of Research Works
carried out. In 2006 there
was published a new issue of
tne mentioned Bulletin with
information on tne works
performed in 2001-2005.

A work on creation of a
dissertations database was
continued, and 80
dissertations were included
in this database during
2006.
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State Patent and Technical Library

(SPTL)

In 2006 the State Patent
and Technical Library
(SPTL) continued to form
exclusive National funds of
patent, normative  and
technical literature  and
documentation. The funds
of SPTL were formed due to
the following sources: the
World Intellectual Property
Organization, the Eurasian
Patent Organization,
Russian Federal Institute of
Industrial Property, Publi-
shing Center of Rospatent,
Central Collector of
Libraries (Moscow),
exchange with the
organizations keeping the
industrial property objects,
books donated by authors.

In 2006 the Library has
received 45450 exemplars
of literature and other
documentations It is more
than planned figure by 8738
copies. The fund of the
library as to January 2007
consists of 14745150 copies
of books, journals and
patent documentation.

The number of library
users has increased up to
1429.
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
